animal droppings and cat litter, NO to all mixed or
NON-COMPOSTABLE waste.

e waste composed of different types of material (toothbrushes,
razor blades, pens, greaseproof and plastic-coated paper),
traditional lightbulbs, rags, various ceramics, rubber and
latex gloves, disposable masks, plastic cutlery, animal
droppings and cat litter, cigarette ends, ashes, broken toys
(not electronic), cleaning residue, nappies and incontinence
pads, mattress covers for people and animals, X-rays, video
cassettes and CDs;
use semi-transparent bags to set out the waste.

plastic cutlery, toys, basins, buckets, watering cans,
garden furniture, jugs and containers containing
chemical traces or remains, for example, glue, acid,
paint, thinners;

GLASS AND METAL

drinking glasses, glass bottles and jars, tins and jars
from food; tuna and meat tins;
beverage cans, tins from
aluminium trays and foil;
aluminium caps from bottles and jars.
